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VA Deploys Two Mobile Vet Centers to Fort Hood Area

DALLAS, April 3, 2014 – The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) Readjustment Counseling Service is sending two of its Mobile Vet Centers to the Fort Hood area to provide the community counseling services.
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Louann Fellers Engle, Regional Manager, Readjustment Counseling Service, South Central Region located in Dallas, Texas, dispatched the two mobile units today along with several counselors to provide onsite support to Veterans, active duty military and their families following Wednesday’s aftermath at Fort Hood. 

These vehicles are equipped with two confidential offices/counseling rooms where Vet Center counselors can meet privately with Veterans, active duty and family members to provide bereavement and other mental health counseling and referral services.  The mobile units have been maximized for multi-use applications by adding portable exam tables that can be configured within the existing confidential counseling areas to provide primary care capability as well.  

The two units will be coming from San Antonio and Lawton, Okla.  All Mobile Vet Centers will be open from 10 a.m. to 7 p.m. for two weeks (seven days a week) until April 16 and later as necessary.  No one will be left waiting to be seen.  Other times are available by request.  Appointments are not necessary to visit the counseling staff at the Mobile Vet Centers.  

Initially, the Mobile Vet Centers will be staged at the Walmart (1400 Lowes Blvd.) in Killeen and the Walmart (2020 Heights Drive) in Harker Heights.
The Killeen Heights Vet Center is located at 302 Millers Crossing in Harker Heights.  The Killeen Heights Vet Center is open daily from 8 – 4:30 p.m. with extended hours Monday-Thursday and from 8 a.m. – noon on Saturday.
